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Guidelines

1. The purpose of the four required credits for NURS 819 is to increase the student’s research exposure early in their program under the direction of a faculty researcher. There are no pre-requisites for these credits.
2. Working closely with their advisor, students identify potential research exposure opportunities.  The student is responsible for initiating contact with a faculty member whose research project s/he is interested. These rotations are most often with a School of Nursing faculty member.
3. The advisor, student, and faculty member must establish mutually agreed upon objectives and evaluation criteria. The intent is to have students work within a mentor’s program so the objectives are exposure rather than deliverables like manuscripts, complete analyses, etc. The agreement is to be recorded and one copy is to be forwarded to the associate dean for the PhD program for placement in the student's permanent file. The recorded agreement should include:
a. Student and faculty member’s name and date
b. Objectives
c. Stated requirements
d. Evaluation criteria
4. The SON PhD program requires two credits of NURS 819. Typically, these credits are taken at a rate of two per semester; however, they can also be spread over two semesters if necessary. For each credit, students are expected to devote 45 hours of work over the semester (e.g., two credits=90 hours, three credits=135 hours).
5. A pass-fail grade is assigned by the faculty member at the end of the semester based on performance. 
6. For additional independent research rotation experiences, students may consider NURS 898: Pre-Candidacy Research.
